Scott Frazier, a Santee and enrolled Crow Tribal member, is founder and CEO of the Montana-based firm, Project Indigenous, which provides educational programs addressing environmental issues and cultural diversity while teaching from an Indigenous perspective. Project Indigenous focuses specifically on fields relating to the preservation and respect of Native lands, natural resources, wellness and Native cultures. 

Additionally, since 2001, Scott Frazier has led the efforts of Native Waters, a community education program supporting efforts by tribal leaders, educators and students at increasing awareness of Indigenous water resources worldwide. He also serves as the Project WET Foundation’s Tribal point-of-contact for diversity and cultural awareness issues related to water resources education. 

In July 2009, Mr. Frazier participated in the Eurasia Foundation's Civil Society Summit Environmental Panel in Moscow coinciding with the historic meetings between Russian President Dmitry Medvedev and U.S. President Barack Obama.  

While executive director of Native Waters, Scott has participated in several major water resource and educational events, including the 4th World Water Forum in Mexico City where he addressed the assembly about the sacredness of water. Mr. Frazier also attended the 2nd Indigenous Conference on Education in Atlanta, Georgia and in 2005 he presented a leadership workshop at the 4th World Conference on Indigenous Education in Hamilton, New Zealand. 

In 2006, he spoke for the NASA Colloquium at the Langley Research Center in Hampton, Virginia about Native Scientists and was also a panelist at Cornell Law College during their conference on Native Water Law. In 2007, he addressed the Committee on the Environment for the Hungarian Parliament about climate change. In 2008, Scott was given a rare opportunity to discuss climate change with policy makers in the “Klimaatadaptiegroep” (a group focused on environmental adaptations) in the Ministry of VROM, at The Hague in Holland.
